COURSE FEE &ELIGIBILITY : Any graduate outsiders can apply by paying 

Rs 500 fee on a first come first serve baisis.

on their academic performance in the previous semesters as well as their 

attendance. Selected candidates took admission by paying Rs 300 as enrollment 

fee to Mrs Juliana Vanrengpuii, PS to Principal.  

SELECTION &INTERVIEW : 90 applicants from outside the college apply 

for the programme and they were admitted on first come first serve basis.As 

many as110 6
th

 Semester students apply for the service. However, due to limited 

seat, we can accommodate only 50 students ( 90+50 =140) . As such, selection 

of 50 students out of 110 applicants is done through rigorous interview which 

was conducted in between 23
rd

 January to 27
th
 January at the Department of
